	Listening, Attention Games
· -Playing Simon says 

· -Giving children instructions to follow with everyday household objects (Give me the yellow cup with flowers on it) 

· Follow a recipe to make something simple such as a sandwich.
· Match the sound game- Get the children to sit in a circle. In the middle of the circle, place a number of toy animals. The adult to choose a child and then make an animal noise. The child to go to the middle of the circle and find the animal to match the sound made by the adult

	Social Skills Activities
· Facetime/ zoom call a friend from school if you know parents

· Play board game with your child

· Cooking with your child and use new vocabulary 



	· Speech and Reading Activities
· Listen to Mr Davies’ story on the school website at 11am every morning.
· Show children everyday objects around the house and ask them to name them.
· Model reading a book to children and then ask them to read it back

· Encourage to request for objects rather than just giving them it.

· -Encourage children to choose between two objects (Eg Would you like an apple or banana?)

· - Find a picture online of something your child is interested in and ask questions about it (What can you see?  Point to the….  What is the boy holding?)
	Numbers/Maths Activities
· -Ask children to give you an amount from a group (Eg give me 4 raisins) 
· Matching numbers to quantities (Eg use magnetic numbers and children match them to the correct number of items) 

· Simple dot to dot activities 

· Cooking activities where children have to count out items 

· Tracing numbers 

· -Singing counting nursery rhymes with your child (Can be found on Youtube)
