Engage children of all ages, helping them to develop social skills on the playground whilst participating in fun PE games. Children taking part in a number of different activities and include children of all ages and abilities.
Provide opportunities for children to become Play Leaders. This will enable them to organise lunchtime activities and can help engage younger, shy or timid children in sports. 
Games and fitness clubs will continue twice a week.
 The clubs engage children who are usually reluctant to take part in physical activities. 
The focus is on developing teamwork, self- esteem, combating challenges, and above all creating a fun and excitement environment.
Netball team training - weekly - to prepare children for competitive matches.
Delivery of quality PE and games lessons with a range of appropriate and specialised equipment.

Increase opportunities for children to be active at any time during the school day.  Class teachers can use the interactive fitness ideas at a time which is best for them.

There will be opportunities for as many children as possible to compete within school and outside of school.
